Looking Back:

Middle School Students were fully remote from March 2020 through
December 2021.

The hybrid/hyflex model started in January (2 days in | 3 days out)
Most students returned to school full-time in April.

5.4% of students remained fully remote (mostly in 8th grade).
On-line/hyflex learning continued through June.
