The class will study the world beyond North America based on the five themes of
geography: location, movement, human-environment interaction, place, and regions.

A multisensory approach to teaching will be used with a significant focus on reading and
writing. Students will also learn how to analyze the geographic, political, and social
structures of ancient and modern civilizations. They will use technology to create
projects to enrich learning and reinforce the curriculum. Students will explore a wide
variety of literature to enhance reading skills in the following areas: vocabulary, fluency,
and comprehension. Writing templates (Brain Frame, Two-column notes) will be used
to support the writing process. Classes will also include group work, class discussions,
debates, sketching, partner work, and individual work.
